Projects in downtown Rochester abound

Instead of managing decline, the keepers of Rochester's downtown are at last managing growth.

Heidi Zimmer-Meyer, president of Rochester Downtown Development Corp., offered that bit of
optimism during a luncheon that the private, nonprofit group organized for about 520 people, which
included updates on Rochester's most high-profile projects.

The downtown landscape is poised to change dramatically as new headquarters for PAETEC and
ESL Federal Credit Union are built and as Renaissance Square moves forward.

These three projects alone total at least $450 million in new investment for the downtown area. But
other projects are planned or under way as well, according to information handed out at the luncheon,
including redevelopment of the former Genesee Hospital complex as Alexander Park (pegged at a
cost of about $83 million) and the renovations at the Eastman Theatre (about $35 million).

And despite the naysayers, a downtown law school is possible, St. John Fisher President Donald
Bain told the crowd, assembled at the Hyatt Regency as part of the development corporation's
"Repositioning Rochester" series.

St. John Fisher will appoint a commission to examine a consultant's feasibility report, Bain said,
adding that he is confident the commission will concur with the consultant, who determined that there
is a need for the school.

The commission likely would include state Supreme Court judges and people from the community.

"We won't move forward unless we're certain of excellence," Bain said.

The projects represent growth for downtown, and the hope is that with more students and employees
downtown, the need for other services will be created.

Renaissance Square, which has been plagued with delays since it was announced in 2004, is
progressing, according to two people with intimate knowledge of the plans.

"We all know downtown Rochester is in need of transformation,” said R. Wayne LeChase, chairman
and managing partner of LeChase Construction Services. LeChase assured the group that
"Renaissance Square is alive and well" and that a team of professionals are working on it to make it a
reality.

And Jim Durfee, design principal with Bergmann Associates, said the planners' responsibility to stay
within budget is viewed as Renaissance Square's most important priority.

LeChase Construction has been the project's construction manager since the beginning, as has the
Associates, a coalition of local architects that includes Bergmann Associates.

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Mayor Robert Duffy also was upbeat about the project, saying he has been impressed with the speed
with which the plans have progressed since March.

"What | am looking for is a center city that is a magnet for the people,” Duffy said.
Duffy offered opening remarks, noting that the city took ownership of Midtown Plaza on Wednesday.

The change allows the city to assist existing Midtown tenants to find other space downtown, which
will facilitate the demolition of Midtown to make way for PAETEC.

Smithsonian museum builder hired for Rochester's PAETEC
tower

A Rhode Island construction company known for a Smithsonian museum will oversee development of
PAETEC Holding Corp.'s new headquarters skyscraper at the site of Midtown Plaza.

PAETEC Chief Executive Arunas Chesonis announced the hiring of Gilbane Inc. of Providence, R.I.,
to manage construction of the tower, which might rise as high as 37 stories. Xerox Square, currently
the city's tallest building, is 30 stories.

City and state officials gathered with Chesonis for Thursday's announcement at City Hall and
unveiled a Web site — MidtownRochesterRising.com — that will track the 8.5-acre redevelopment
project.

The PAETEC building, estimated to cost between $150 million and $200 million, will occupy part of
the site. Its height and cost could vary because PAETEC is getting requests for additional floors from
high-end office users and condominium developers, Chesonis said.

He said PAETEC chose Gilbane because the 135-year-old New England company was open to
working with Rochester-area contractors and architects. Gilbane has $2.5 billion in annual revenue
and managed construction of the Smithsonian's National Air and Space Museum in Washington, D.C.

Among those joining the telecommunications company's CEO were Gov. David Paterson and Mayor
Robert Duffy. The state is providing $55 million to demolish Midtown Plaza and the city almost $13
million for the project.

PAETEC'S Chesonis explains choice of builder for Rochester
headquarters

A key reason PAETEC Holding Corp. chose an out-of-state construction company for its downtown
headquarters was because PAETEC might lease its own building back from the builder.

That stipulation resulted in fewer bidders to build the skyscraper at the site of Midtown Plaza, said
Arunas Chesonis, PAETEC's chief executive officer.

On Thursday, Chesonis and city officials unveiled the latest plans for the site, as well as the name of
the builder: Gilbane Inc. of Providence, R.I. Gilbane will manage the work on the new headquarters,
which could cost up to $200 million and rise 37 stories to the top of the city's skyline.

The new complex would house about 1,500 of the company's national work force of 4,000. PAETEC
is now based in Perinton.

Chesonis said it will take six to nine months to hammer out an agreement with Gilbane, as the
building's specifications have not yet been drafted.

He said PAETEC spoke to eight companies, some from the area, and the issue of doing construction
and development was key. The lease-back option — PAETEC has not decided if it will own the
building — was considered by only a few firms, he said.

But the possible landlord issue didn't dissuade Gilbane. The company sees the building as a way to
impress the Rochester market.

"They really wanted to make a move into Rochester," Chesonis said.

Business leaders believe the ambitious project discouraged local competition.

"The scale and size of this particular product ... likely had an impact on this decision," said Heidi
Zimmer-Meyer, president of the Rochester Downtown Development Corp.

Zimmer-Meyer said she was assured by Chesonis, who told officials on Thursday that Gilbane will
strive to hire local contractors.

"We feel encouraged. ... Many local players will benefit. All the news is good from that standpoint,”
she said.
